Post-consultation 
Comments received during the consultation process were logged and used to inform revisions to the draft guidance. On 18th August 2016 all consultation comments received were posted on the AONB website, alongside text setting out  how the AONB Unit had acted on each of the comments received. People who had made comments were contacted directly and advised as to where they could view this information. 
The final guidance document was available to download from the AONB website on 21st October 2016. All who had taken part in the consultation process were notified of this fact.
